As o child, Kahlo dreamed .of
heing a doctor, with .art heing a
father, who was a photographer.

That dream ended at age 18,
when Kahlo and her hoyfriend .at

the time, were irwolved in a
horrific accident. The wooden bhus

they were trowveling .on collided
with .a streetcar which coused .an

iron handrail to impale Kahlo
through the pelvis.
Because of the accident, she had
onver 30 operations during her life
and waos never ahble to have
children.

Her paintings often had .monkeys
in them, .o widely used Mexican
motif, which she used to
symbolize protection .and
tenderness.
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
